3. Set Up

�e exhibit requires a room at least 35’x35’ and preferably high ceilings. Walls, lights, and hangers are 
included in the traveling exhibit with the art. �e room must have the ability to lock during o�-hours.

Set up requires at least 10 volunteers, provided by the host organization. Upon arrival a representative
of Re�ections of Christ will lead the team in set up, taking about 2 hours.

Requirements for travel:

4. Hosting

Host will provide safe parking for the exhibit truck and trailer during the week of the exhibit. Host will 
provide at least one volunteer to “host” the exhibit during hours of operation. �is person will be shown 
how to change the light bulbs and the music if needed.

5. Financial Obligation

�e Re�ections of Christ traveling exhibit is not a “for pro�t” activity. Accordingly, no form of admission 
may be charged by the hosting organization.

6. Promotion

Re�ections of Christ will provide digital �les for invitations and announcements for the host 
organization to use in promoting the exhibit.

�e expense of traveling the exhibit will be covered by the host, including:

Gas - �e host organization will pay gas (receipts will be provided) from the last stop to the hosts location.

Airfare - �e host organization will pay for the roundtrip ticket of the driver of the exhibit to go home 
during the week and return to collect the exhibit.

Lodging - If lodging is necessary for the driver, it is the responsibility of the host.

Maintenance - Each host will contribute 200 to the maintenance of the exhibit to cover wear and tear 
on the vehicle, exhibit parts, and trailer as it moves.
